The patient presents with history of getting high fever and congestion and cough for the past few days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with illness of fever up to 102 with flu-like symptoms and sinus congestion for the past few days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right ankle.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are reactive to light and accomodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa without inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without guarding or tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or redness. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. No mood and affect disturbance.

The patient had a flu test performed in the office, showed presence of influenza A.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol 4 mg Dosepak and Tamiflu with type A flu precautions. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
