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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Bonilla comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of congenital cataracts and glaucoma having undergone cataract surgery in both eyes as an infant as well as glaucoma surgery. He has a history of finishing high school and obtaining a high school diploma. He states that he was able to get through high school with the use of large print. His most recent job was as an assistant cook, but he states that he stopped in October 2021 because of non-medical reasons. He states that he began to see Dr. Roarty for his eye care when he moved to Michigan in 2005. He states that Dr. Roarty did the surgery on his left eye. He states that he has difficulties reading small and moderate size print, distinguishing between small objects, and using a computer. Currently, he uses latanoprost, brimonidine, and Cosopt drops in both eyes. As well, he uses Muro-128 on the right side.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of 10.50 –1.00 x 010 on the right and +9.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures 20/200 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are irregular. An afferent defect is not appreciated. Applanation pressures are 45 on the right and 22 on the left. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The muscle movements show rapid jerk and torsional nystagmus on both sides. The slit lamp examination shows corneal haze on the right side. There is a tube shunt on the left in good position superiorly. Both sides show aphakia. The fundus examination is not possible on the right side because of the corneal haze and the rapid eye movements. On the left side, the cup-to-disc ratio is 0.8. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 45 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 110 degrees of horizontal field on the left. With a IV4e stimulus with correction measured this way because of the aphakia. There are 85 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 129 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Aphakia.

2. Nystagmus.

3. Congenital glaucoma.

4. Corneal edema, right eye.
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Mr. Bonilla has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of congenital glaucoma and cataracts. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties functioning in the classroom and in the work environment. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, he cannot use a computer, and he cannot distinguish between small objects. His prognosis is poor.
