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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white male followed in this clinic because of the presence of a kidney transplant that was done in 2004. The patient has been in very stable condition. Serum creatinine is 1.2, the BUN is 27 and serum electrolytes are within normal limits. Tacrolimus level is within range. Liver function tests are adequate.

2. The patient has hypertension. Today, the blood pressure is elevated. The reading is 147/88. The patient states that he has not taken the medicines today and, on the other hand, the patient has gained 6 pounds of body weight.

3. The patient has a history of atrial fibrillation and had the WATCHMAN procedure done. He continues to be under the care of the cardiologist. To the physical examination, the heart rate is regular.

4. The patient has hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The thyroid profile has been within range.

5. The patient continues to be overweight and he was explained about the comorbidities associated to overweight.

I spent 6 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 12 minutes in the face-to-face and 6 minutes in the documentation.
