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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old white female that is followed in this office because of CKD stage IV that is associated to diabetic nephropathy. The patient has significant proteinuria that has been pretty close to nephrotic levels. In the latest determination, the protein creatinine ratio is 2.9 g in 24 hours. This patient is not a candidate for finerenone or the administration of SGLT2 inhibitors due to the fact that she has a clearance that is 20 mL/min. We are going to try the administration of irbesartan 75 mg three times a week. We are going to see the response taking this medication in terms of kidney function and/or albuminuria and proteinuria.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.8. The patient has remained in the same body weight.

3. Blood pressure that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 141/71. We will continue with the same medications.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism related to CKD IV.

5. History of renal artery stenosis. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months with laboratory workup.
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
