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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. An 86-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The estimated GFR is between 40 and 44 mL/min and serum creatinine is 1.6. The patient does not have proteinuria and does not have activity of the urinary sediment.

2. The patient had a frank hematuria. He was seen in the emergency room, referred to Dr. Pobi. He did a cystoscopy and with radiation cystitis. At that time, the Xarelto had been stopped because of the hematuria, but now that he is feeling better the Xarelto has been reinstated.

3. The patient has a history of Parkinson’s disease that is evaluated and treated by Dr. Khara. The patient remains in the same condition.

4. The patient has had a fracture of the left ankle that is being treated by Dr. Choudry. The patient has a boot and he is bearing weight already.

5. Diabetes mellitus under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c is 8, which is corresponding to the blood sugar of 190. The patient was explained about the need for him to enforce the diet.

6. The patient is being seen by the dermatologist, Dr. Roberts and he is going to continue the treatment for the skin cancer.

7. History of the prostate cancer treated with radiation.

We spent 6 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
