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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 62-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of a single right kidney. The left nephrectomy was performed due to cancer many years ago while she was living in Miami. The kind of cancer has never been clarified. The patient has remained with very stable kidney function. The laboratory workup shows a serum creatinine that is 0.68 and an estimated GFR that is 107 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has a history of osteosarcoma that affected the right upper extremity. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Watson and he removed the distal third of the right clavicle and repaired the right humerus. It seems to me that the amount of pain has decreased and the motility of the shoulder has improved. The patient continues complaining about pain.

3. The patient has a history of relapsing urinary tract infection that was associated to vaginal and bladder prolapse as well as rectal prolapse. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Langford. The patient continues to have relapsing urinary tract infection and is under the care of Dr. Arciola. She has not been back to Dr. Langford in the last two years. Dr. Arciola plans to do a cystoscopy. The primary care Dr. Patel is prescribing antibiotics for the urinary tract infection.

4. Arterial hypertension that seems to be under fair control. The patient has gained 5 pounds of body weight. Dr. Patel is prescribing the medications.

5. Bronchial asthma evaluated and treated by the pulmonologist Dr. Patel.

6. The patient has glaucoma bilaterally followed by ophthalmologist. At this point, we are going to give a followup in six months with laboratory workup. The kidney function is well preserved.

We spent 10 minutes of the time evaluating the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes documenting.
