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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 65-year-old white male that has a history of kidney transplant that was done at the Cleveland Clinic in Weston, Florida on 08/27/2021. This patient had problems of transplant; the production of urine was delayed, the patient was on dialysis post transplant and slowly, but surely, has been recovering the kidney function. This patient has maintained a creatinine that is around 2.3 to 2.5, a BUN of 55 and the estimated GFR is around 31 mL/min. The protein creatinine ratio is 367. The tacrolimus level is 6. The immunosuppression is managed by the Cleveland Clinic.

2. Arterial hypertension. The arterial hypertension has remained 150/82. The patient is 191 pounds and last time was 194 pounds.

3. Diabetes mellitus that seems to be under control. The patient has not had an A1c because the Cleveland Clinic has not ordered it despite of our suggestion and we are going to get an A1c from the next determination.

4. Anemia associated to chronic kidney disease. The hemoglobin remains to be 11.2. In general terms, the patient is stable. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months.

We invested 6 minutes evaluating the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 12 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
