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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 73-year-old white female that has chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. We think that this patient has some degree of interstitial nephritis associated to the nephrolithiasis and also has nephrosclerosis associated to the presence of hyperlipidemia and aging process. This time, the serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 14 and the estimated GFR is 52. The protein creatinine ratio is pretty close to normal.

2. The patient has renal tubular acidosis that has been treated with the administration of bicarbonate. The serum potassium level is 4.3.

3. Hyperlipidemia on statins.

4. Coronary artery disease status post PCI that has been treated with a stent.

5. Celiac disease and Sjögren’s syndrome.

6. The patient has Raynaud’s and Barrett’s esophagus.

7. Nephrolithiasis that has been dormant.

8. Hypokalemia that has been corrected. The patient is underweight. A lengthy discussion regarding the diet was carried and more than 25 minutes we invested in this conversation.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 25 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation of the visit.
