The patient presents with complaints of vomiting, diarrhea, and stomachaches.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Diarrhea for the past week intermittent with nausea and vomiting past few days x 5 with complaints of periumbilical pain. According to mother, father did put out poison blocks intended to go for rats, but denies there is any possibility that children could have got in contact with rat poison.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Recent type A flu. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. No inflammation of oral or nasal mucosa. Neck: Supple without mass. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight periumbilical tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash, lesion, or discoloration. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Neuro at baseline.
IMPRESSION: Probable gastroenteritis.

PLAN: The patient is given Rx; brother to share, for a Zofran, to drink fluids and monitor the patient. If worsens or continues, to follow up in the office visit or go to ER. Potential dehydration without evidence of hot dehydration explained.
