The patient presents with complaints of red eyes with matting for the past few days and also history of allergies, states eyes are shut when wakes up.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Inflammation and matting both eyes for the past three days, mild severity.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Vyvanse.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Electrician, works cutting Sheetrock with exposure to particles in the air.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history of seasonal allergies with limited treatment.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes negative for inflammation. Eyes are inflamed with slight exudates and also slight inflammation of conjunctivae. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

DIAGNOSIS: Conjunctivitis.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for erythromycin ointment. Advised to wear goggles at work to try to avoid exposure to Sheetrock particles. Follow up as needed.
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
