The patient presents with complaints of diaper rash and yellow running discharge for three days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of irritation to vaginal area for three days with discharge yesterday, treated with Vaseline cream and leaving diapers off last night, much better today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Thyroid is not enlarged. Carotids full and equal. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Nontender. Genitalia: Erythema to labia majora without evident discharge or infection. Scattered papular lesions on the anterior buttocks and thighs. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash or discoloration with scattered petechiae as noted above which are present in the genital area. Neuro: Motor and sensory nerves without deficit. Cranial nerves II through X within normal limits. Neuro at baseline.

IMPRESSION: Diaper rash.

PLAN: Given a prescription for Mycolog-II to use sparingly for the next few days and to follow up with pediatrician as needed.  Continue using topical measures like frequent diaper changes.
