REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Hypertension, shortness of breath, and chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old with a history of diabetes mellitus and hypertension. The patient is recently complaining of dyspnea on exertion as well as chest pain. The patient also occasionally feels palpitation. The patient is referred to me for cardiac evaluation. The patient denied any nausea, vomiting, diaphoresis, or syncope.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Farxiga 10 mg daily, losartan 100 mg daily, fluconazole 150 mg daily, Trulicity, and multivitamins.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, MORPHINE, and STATIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: No history of premature coronary artery disease or cardiac dysrhythmia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: The patient lost about 57 pounds due to diet and exercise.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rubs.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Dyspnea on exertion.

4. Palpitation.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has the above symptoms. I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram to evaluate left ventricular function and exercise treadmill test to evaluate any myocardial ischemia. I will also place a 7-day Holter monitor on this patient to evaluate any cardiac dysrhythmia.
