HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation. Underwent a loop recorder implantation. The patient still has occasional palpitation. Loop recorder interrogation at the time of the palpitation did not show any cardiac dysrhythmia. However, the device is end of life with the battery depletion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/64 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16, weight 154 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Palpitation secondary to sinus tachycardia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is currently taking metoprolol, which I will continue the patient’s loop recorder battery is end of life. Discussed with the patient regarding loop recorder explantation, the patient likes to undergo loop recorder extraction.
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
