Dear Dr. Donnelly,
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Smalley with vesicoureteral reflux and history of frequent UTIs.  Her last visit was July 26, 2021.  She has not had the COVID-19 vaccinations and has not been sick with COVID-19, however has not had symptoms.  She is feeling well.  No recent UTIs and none since her last visit in July.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No edema or claudication symptoms.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from her previous visit.

Physical Examination:  She was unable to get her weight today, but her blood pressure was 123/70.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 21, 2022, creatinine is stable at 0.88, electrolytes are normal, calcium is 9.6, albumin 4.4, phosphorus is 3.5, estimated GFR is greater than 60, hemoglobin 13.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Vesicoureteral reflux and history of frequent UTIs.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every six months.  She will follow a low-salt diet and will avoid the use of oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
