Dear Dr. Demock:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Baczkiewicz with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and diabetic nephropathy.  Her last visit was August 23, 2021.  She did receive her third Moderna COVID-19 vaccination and she will take a fourth vaccination if recommended when it becomes available.  She has not been ill with COVID-19 disease.  She is retired and does not go out much though when she does go out she does continue to mask and she does not attend functions that have crowded environments.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication symptoms.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril with hydrochlorothiazide 20/25 mg she takes one twice a day, otherwise medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight 185 pounds and blood pressure 120/82.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 16, 2022, creatinine is 1.42, sodium 132 most likely secondary to the hydrochlorothiazide, potassium slightly elevated 5.3, calcium is 9.4, carbon dioxide 23, albumin 4.2, phosphorus 3.8, estimated GFR is 40, hemoglobin 12.9 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels, hypertension currently well controlled and diabetic nephropathy.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every 3 to 6 months.  She will follow a low-salt diabetic diet.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
