Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Mr. Kube with chronic kidney disease, primary amyloidosis, which is on remission, hypertension, prior abnormalities of potassium.  Last visit was in September.  Worsening of shortness of breath cardiology Dr. Krepostman is planning to do stress testing echo.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies fever.  Denies cough.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or changes in urination.  No active bleeding.

Current Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Coreg as the only blood pressure medication.  He takes Plavix, for enlargement of the prostate Flomax and Proscar.  Cholesterol treatment.  Osteoporosis Prolia.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 120/84.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Teleconference.  Weight 134 pounds.

Labs:  Chemistries from March, low sodium 135, elevated potassium 5, metabolic acidosis 21, and creatinine 1.8 he has been fluctuating between 1.6 and 2 so this is baseline.  Present GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin.  Normal calcium.  Normal phosphorus.  Anemia 11.1.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage IIIB.  No progression. No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. Primary amyloidosis followed by *________*, stable overtime.  No recurrence.

3. Hyperkalemia minor.  Discussed about diet, not symptomatic.

4. Hyponatremia.

5. Metabolic acidosis.

6. Anemia not symptomatic.  No external bleeding.  Does not require treatment.

7. Hypertension, which appears to be fairly well controlled.  Same low dose of beta-blockers.

8. Enlargement of the prostate without evidence of urinary retention.  Continue present treatment.

9. Worsening of dyspnea.  We will see what the stress echo shows.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
