PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports no fever. No increased pain. No swelling or discharge at the site.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is an alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 148/93.

Pulse 79.

Respirations 16.

Temperature 97.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae. EXTREMITIES: Left Index Finger: Sutures are in good repair. No edema. No erythema. He has full range of motion of his DIPJ, MIPJ and PIPJ. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. Sensation is normal.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post finger laceration.
PROCEDURE: #4 lacerations were removed. The patient tolerated procedure well. Advised to come back if he gets worse. Site was steri-stripped.
