PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal. Nose: Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
NECK: Full rang of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules. No vesicles or bullae. There is a single erythematous papule on his right abdomen, another similar lesion on his back.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert, in no acute distress. The patient is very playful in the room. He has a toy, which he goes back and forth with and this is normal according to mother and child is smiling happy.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough.

The patient was given the following medications:

1. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream, will apply twice a day for 14 days, 45 g.

2. Bromfed DM 2/10/30/5 mL, he will get 5 mL twice daily for seven days that will be 70 mL
