1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. History of TIA.

6. History of corneal opacities and was treated.

7. History of cataract surgery.
He had been in otherwise good health considering his age of about 90 years that he woke up this morning and felt constipated and when he pushed to have a bowel movement he felt his rectum was coming out or he felt some knot around his rectum. There was no bleeding or anything. This is as per his daughter. I did not get to talk to the patient. I thought either it is a thrombosed hemorrhoid or he has multiple hemorrhoids that are acting up, but with this new thing in this guy, I suggested they take him to the emergency room. The daughter after taking him to the emergency room at College Station Hospital St. Joseph, called me back stating her father was seen by a nurse practitioner and was told he had hemorrhoids. Did not give him any medicine except for some cream to be applied locally and apparently they have gotten the cream. I talked to the daughter and told her to do warm compresses, warm sitz baths and MiraLAX, so that he is not constipated. The daughter states she is going to relay that message to the father. The patient’s son is going to bring him to our office on Tuesday if that is the day that is going to be good for them to bring him and we will try to accommodate him that day.
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
