History: Mr. Hill is going through some problem with hemoptysis. His mucousy secretions are mixed with blood. He has seen the pulmonologist for sleep apnea and given CPAP. He is tolerating CPAP very well. Because of his hemoptysis, I have sent him for chest x-ray and sinus x-ray. His chest x-ray was clear. I told the patient to go and see Dr. Weber. I got the x-ray reports back. The chest x-ray was good, but the sinus x-ray showed a problem with the sinus on the right side and they suggested CT of the sinuses in this view. I called the patient and suggested we see ENT. The patient told me he has seen Dr. Kuppersmith in the past for some vertigo. I will call their office and see him. In the meantime, I did send the sinus x-ray report to Dr. Kuppersmith by fax. Dr. Weber felt there was not anything serious, but may need CT of the chest and bronchoscopy if the hemoptysis persists. In the meantime, he is going to see Dr. Kuppersmith. I told him I will have to have a definite followup with the patient serially so that we can make further plan of treatment as hemoptysis is a serious symptom of anything underlying. We will see him in the office in next two weeks.
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
