History: Ms. Graham had bleeding secondary to markedly elevated prothrombin time and needed hospital admission, she had become anemic. She is taking the iron. Overall, she is doing well. She did not have any external hematomas this time. Previously, she had a hematoma that was pressing one of the nerves and she was in a wheelchair for six months till the hematoma resolved. The patient is now on 5 mg of Coumadin a day with INR of 3.1. The patient is overall doing good. She does have slight leg edema. She is due for a transesophageal echocardiogram end of next month. I have decided to give her hydrochlorothiazide, which she has used in the past for the leg edema; used as p.r.n., I have given her #30 tablets. She has no chest pain and no shortness of breath. She will be seen in the office in a month.
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
