RUSSELL, MARTHA

Martha Russell is a 70-year-old woman admitted to hospice with malignant neoplasm of the left breast associated with mets to the brain, history of urinary tract infection, secondary malignant neoplasm of the lymph nodes, hypothyroidism, anxiety, and depression. The patient has discontinued chemoradiation therapy currently because of her worsening condition. She has generalized weakness. She spends 12 to 16 hours in bed, has a very little appetite, has a KPS score of 50%, and suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. Pain is a huge issue at this time. The patient is responsive, but very confused. The patient requires pain medication to control her symptoms. The patient is expected to do poorly in the next six months. She is hospice appropriate, meets the criteria for hospice with advanced metastatic breast cancer. The patient’s condition was discussed with family member who will care for her at home along with the hospice nurse who will help with educating in control of the patient’s symptoms till her time of death.
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
