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1. DP, 22-year-old seen with injury to the left arm. X-rays were positive for radial styloid fracture, treated appropriately and given Naprosyn. The patient had no complaints regarding Dr. Yee 

2. SD, 74-year-old with cough, fever, and congestion, diagnosed with strep throat. Chest x-ray negative.  Given Rocephin and Keflex at home. The patient was very happy with the care.

3. LV, 53-year-old seen with fever, chills, sore throat and diagnosed with flu A and Tamiflu prescribed. The patient is doing better. Given age 53 and smoking in the past, chest x-ray may have been prudent. The patient was happy with the care.

4. EN, 63-year-old with vaginal bleed. CBC negative. Ultrasound showed thickened uterine wall, questionable malignancy. The patient wants to see an OB/GYN. When the patient was called, she was very happy with Dr. Yee and the staff. She has an appointment on April 17 to see OB/GYN.

5. ML, 55-year-old with COVID exposure, no symptoms, test was negative. No treatment given. The patient did not answer and was left a message.

6. PV, 61-year-old with left shoulder pain as well. X-rays were negative. Treated with Motrin. Did not answer the phone, left a message.

7. NA, rash on left hand, diagnosed with cellulitis of the left hand. CBC negative, x-ray negative, and blood sugar negative. Treated with clindamycin in the ER and clindamycin at home and Naprosyn. The patient was happy with the care. She states that the redness is slowly going away.

8. MG, 31-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Mucinex and cefuroxime. Doing well now and happy with the care she received.
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
