The patient presents with abdominal pain, right upper quadrant pain for two weeks, weight loss with vomiting and loss of appetite.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient complains of intermittent abdominal pain with vomiting for the past month having right upper quadrant pain lasting two hours two to three times a day with vomiting x2.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg and inhaler.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. Past medical history of depression and anxiety. The patient used Lexapro in the past for depression with trial of Wellbutrin, switched back to Lexapro by her primary doctor.
She states she has had increased stress; works in correctional facility and recent death of father from pancreatic cancer and grandmother with myocardial infarction.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient was put on Protonix 40 mg one daily, Bentyl 20 mg and Zofran recommended with labs including H. pylori, amylase and lipase. Recommended ultrasounds, the patient declined. The patient advised to take medications as prescribed. Follow up in two weeks with further evaluation by GI or CAT scan as needed.
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
