PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with cough, congestion, and sore throat for two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Nausea medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: All within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion or tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Neuro at baseline.
The patient has flu test which was positive for type B flu.

PLAN: The patient was given Zithromax for respiratory symptoms with flu precautions. Follow up as needed.
