HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation and flutter status post ablation. The patient is complaining of palpitation and shortness of breath. The patient’s electrocardiogram today showed atrial flutter with a ventricular rate of 127 beats per minute.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse rate 127, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Tachycardic. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation and flutter status post ablation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s electrocardiogram today showed atrial flutter with a two to one block. Probably, this is left atrial flutter. Discussed with the patient regarding repeat ablation for atrial fibrillation and flutter. Procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient and agreed for the procedure.
