Mr. Woodcock was seen regarding stroke history, seizure history, and a recent fall.

HISTORY: Mr. Woodcock fell in a shower yesterday. It was a slip when he was walking out of the shower. There is no head injury or no loss of conscious. He has some right side abdominal pain from the fall. He also complains of some degree of constipation and also trouble with voiding. He has an appointment with urologist coming up as well. He does remain on Colace, which is not quite sufficient. He has pain in the right side of the abdomen from the fall. No clear hematoma was seen, but there is tenderness there. His baseline was a stroke with severe left hemiplegia. The arm is virtually nonfunctional, but he can walk and use his left leg. He walks with one-arm walker.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. He does have some degree of constipation. He had no recent seizures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 72, respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: He has severe left hemiplegia. He has virtually no movement of the hand or arm. He can use his leg.  Affect is normal.

Assessment/plan: 

1. Mr. Woodcock had the fall and slip in the shower. He may have tramadol 50 mg t.i.d for pain in addition to his Tylenol. We have ordered for five days.

2. He has constipation. I will continue Colace 100 mg daily.

3. He has stroke history, which is baseline. I will continue simvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. He has prostatic hyperplasia and I will continue tamsulosin 0.4 mg daily.

5. A seizure disorder is stable with Lamictal 150 mg twice a day plus levetiracetam 1500 mg twice a day. I will continue the same overall plan.
