Ms. Greenan was seen in followup of congestive heart failure, diabetes mellitus, and osteoarthritis.

HISTORY: Ms. Greenan is baseline with respect to her heart failure. There is some shortness of breath with exertion. She was in physical therapy earlier and was getting that and she states they work her hard but it is helping her with the strength. There is some dyspnea with this, but not extreme. She has a cough that is dry. There is no associated chest pain. She is producing gas. Her diabetes is relatively stable with most sugars below 100 such as 135, 125, 120, and 130. She is not on insulin or pills so there is no diabetes it is diet controlled.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for chest pain, but some dyspnea. No nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, slight cough, slight sinus congestion not severe. No headaches. She does walk short distances with her walker.

Assessment/plan: 

1. Ms. Greenan has congestive heart failure. This is currently stable with Lasix 20 mg daily. 

2. She is also on lisinopril 40 mg daily for this and hypertension.

3. Her hypertension is stable with lisinopril.

4. She has diabetes mellitus type II, which is diet controlled and her sugars are good.

5. Foot exam was done and that showed edema, but sensation is intact. Motor function was above normal and pedal pulses are palpable at 2+.

6. She has osteoarthritis, which is baseline. She does use glucosamine 500 mg twice a day and she may use Tylenol if needed.

7. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
