Ms. Seder was seen regarding shingles infection. She has a rash on the right side of her face and periorbital region and has decreased vision. She did see her eye doctor about three to four days ago and was started on valacyclovir. She has slight right-sided headache. She has much edema under her left eye and there is much redness including redness down the nose including the tip of her nose.

Her hypertension is currently stable. She does have a low-grade temperature 100.5. She denies any other specific symptoms such as cough, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain, fever, or dysuria.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for hyperlipidemia, essential hypertension, cerebrovascular disease, gastroesophageal reflux disease, seizure disorder, and TIA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. She does appear a little bit ill and she does have edema noted. Vital Signs: Temperature 100.5, pulse 95, O2 saturation 92%, and blood pressure 120/80. Head & Neck: Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae normal. Extraocular movements are intact. Eye there is periorbital edema including the lids and much swelling under the left eye. There is redness around the left side of the face around the eye completely. There is redness at the tip of the nose. There is very slight ptosis. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears normal. Hearing good. Vision is decreased in the left eye. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. CNS: Cranials are grossly normal. Sensation is intact. Skin: There is also ecchymosis on the right side of the head after she fell two weeks ago and walker hits the side of her face.

Assessment/plan: 

1. Ms. Seder has herpes zoster and may have eye involvement and she has Hutchinson sign. We will continue valacyclovir 100 mg three times a day.

2. She has hypertension stable with Norvasc 10 mg daily.

3. She has history of TIA stable with Plavix 75 mg daily. She has not had a recent one.

4. She has history of seizures and I will continue Keppra 250 mg b.i.d.

5. She has acid reflux and I will continue Protonix 20 mg every other day.
