Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a telemedicine followup visit with Mrs. Danks with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was October 4, 2021.  She has been feeling well.  Her weight is unchanged. No hospitalizations, illnesses or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  She has chronic frequency and nocturia that are unchanged.  No edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix 20 mg daily with potassium chloride 20 mEq daily in addition to her other routine medications.
Physical Examination:  Weight 162 pounds, pulse 72, and blood pressure 126/83.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 21, 2022, creatinine is stable at 1.2, albumin 4.3, calcium 9.5, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 4.1, hemoglobin 12.9 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Hypertension that is stable with stage III chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will do lab studies every three months.  She will continue all of her routine medications and she will be rechecked by this practice since six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
