PLAN: The patient has mild Alzheimer’s disease. She was started on Namenda 5 mg twice a day and we ordered it for 30 days at HEB Pharmacy were it is cheaper. If it works we will order 90-day supply next time on GoodRx card. Blood tests were done today. The patient will be seen again in six months. The patient has runny nose and she does not want steroid nose spray. We ordered ipratropium bromide 0.06% nasal solution, two sprays intranasally one time in each nostril daily.
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
