PATIENT NAME: Burton, Sylvia

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/29/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient was referred here by United Health Care for primary care. The patient also wants to be referred to Dr. Farber.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 82-year-old white female. The patient moved from another town. She was being seen by Dr. Neerukonda and her family recommended Dr. Farber and she wants to see Dr. Farber. She has a history of hypertension and she is not taking any medicine at present. She was on medicine for hypertension and she ran out of it. She did not have any report of the blood test. We are going to order blood test tomorrow. The patient had a coronary angiogram in the past in Idaho, but we do not know the exact results.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Permanent pacemaker on August 25, 2020 by Dr. Joshua Mozes at Boise, Idaho.

MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg twice a day.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – the patient quit smoking 25 years ago. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Brother has diabetes mellitus. Another brother has pacemaker.

PLAN: The patient will come for CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, and TSH. Screening mammogram and DEXA bone density are ordered. The patient will be referred to Dr. Farber after we get report of blood test. The patient’s blood pressure is high today. We are going to start her on valsartan 160 mg daily and metoprolol ER 50 mg daily for coronary artery disease and hypertension. The patient has pacemaker and prescription of Eliquis and we will add diagnosis of sick sinus syndrome. The pacemaker was checked by Dr. Neerukonda’s office recently. Statin drug will be added depending on the results of the lipid panel. We will determine the dose of statin drug after we get lipid panel results. Dr. Farber will do further workup including echocardiogram and Cardiolite Lexiscan stress test.
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
