History: Ms. Herlinda Rodriquez has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Major depression.
She has been on lisinopril for about 2 to 3 years. She came in today with sudden onset of swelling of the right side of the upper lip and swelling of the right side of her face near the jaw. The patient stated she woke up with the swelling and she made an appointment to come and see me. She has not taken any new medication. The patient takes antidepressants as prescribed by Dr. Mahesh Dave and lisinopril from me. She does not have any pain. She does not have any tooth problems and it seems like that the patient is developing angioneurotic edema probably secondary to lisinopril as from my clinical experience and I have told her to hold off the lisinopril just to be sure there is no infection causing the right cheek swelling though she has no fever and no pain and the cheek swelling is, I would say, just to the lower part of the right side of the cheek, but the right upper lip is definitely swollen. I decided to give her some antibiotics and steroids, so I gave her Medrol Dosepak, but the patient was not happy hearing that, she will need steroids, but at this point, we have no choice because of the angioneurotic edema. The patient was given amoxicillin as antibiotic. The patient states she has taken amoxicillin before and has never been allergic to it, then she goes to Village Pharmacy and the Village Pharmacy tells the patient she is allergic to penicillin and he is not going to fill her amoxicillin as she got hives with penicillin. The patient came back and I told her that I was going by what you were telling me and the allergies, but if you are allergic to penicillin, we will put her on Z-PAK and a new prescription of Z-PAK was given. The pharmacy was not going to fill her amoxicillin prescription anyway.
The Patient’s Problems: She has no wheezing. There was no swelling of her throat. I examine her throat. There was no lymphadenopathy. I think the patient’s problems are:

1. Angioneurotic edema.

2. Hypertension.

3. Major depressive disorder.

Plan: As outlined, hold lisinopril, give steroids, give antibiotics. She may need to see a dentist, but I will need serial exams. I will see her in the office this coming Thursday today being Tuesday.
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
