CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I have swelling behind my right ear.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old very healthy young lady who comes in today. She has got some irritation, redness and now painful swelling behind her right ear. She does not have any new earring. She has not had any manipulation to her ear and nothing different. She does wear glasses and it seems like the handle of the glasses may be irritating that area. Otherwise, no history of diabetes or other significant history reported.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, BUT HAS TAKEN KEFLEX BEFORE.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No COVID immunization reported.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She is junior. She is going to go and become an accountant, go to college next year.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress. She is 17 years old.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 102 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 99/60.

HEENT: There is slight tenderness behind the right ear. No evidence of abscess formation. Just a slight irritation, induration of the skin.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Early carbuncle versus early cellulitis of the skin behind the right ear.

2. Treated with Keflex.

3. The patient has taken Keflex before.

4. Look for abscess formation and/or the lesion “coming to a head”.
5. We will recheck in three days if not better, nevertheless, discussed findings with the patient and father at length before leaving the clinic.
