Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Martinez comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he experienced an electrical burn to his face and body in 2018 and suffered permanent loss of vision as a result. He has a history of working as an electrician and states that he cannot read nor drive since the incident. He states that he lost total vision on the left side and that he required a corneal transplantation on the right side. Currently, he uses prednisolone drops, timolol drops, and Maxitrol ointment.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.50 –1.00 x 090 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.25 measures 20/200 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is round and reactive. The pupil on the left side cannot be visualized because of the corneal scar and irregularities of the eye. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 8 on the right and less than 4 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a clear corneal graft on the right side. There is a moderate posterior subcapsular cataract on the right side. The anterior chamber is deep and quiet. The fundus examination on the right side is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4. There are no hemorrhages. On the left side, the cornea is small and scarred. The globe is small. The structures behind the cornea cannot be visualized. The eyelids show a lateral tarsorrhaphy on the right side and a central tarsorrhaphy on the left side.

Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows 105 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Phthisis bulbi, left eye.

2. Cataract, right eye.

3. Status post corneal transplant, right eye.

Mr. Martinez has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of a burn to his face with subsequent loss of vision. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small print, nor can he read moderate size print, he cannot distinguish between small objects, and he cannot use a computer. His prognosis is poor.
