PATIENT NAME: Villanueva, Oscar

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/30/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient is complaining of urinary frequency at night four to five times. The patient has weakness of the legs from Parkinson’s disease and he is being followed by Dr. Kadir.

PLAN: At last visit, we had decreased the dose of terazosin because of dizziness and his dizziness had improved, but now he has urinary frequency. The patient will try terazosin 2 mg two at bedtime. If he feels dizzy, he will go back to one tablet at bedtime. If his urinary frequency continues he will call us and we will refer him to a urologist. He has dryness of mouth and therefore we did not give him oxybutynin. Urinalysis, urine culture, and PSA will be done today.
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
