PATIENT NAME: Rubalcaba, Richard

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/30/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to Medical Center Hospital two days ago and was diagnosed to have urinary tract infection and was given Keflex and his urinary tract infection has improved. Urinalysis showed evidence of urinary tract infection, but urine culture did not grow any definite bacteria. The patient had CT scan of the abdomen and it showed 2 cm lesion in the left kidney and MRI of the kidney was recommended.

PLAN: We will call his insurance and schedule him for MRI of the abdomen. He will finish Keflex. The patient says his temperature was 105 and he went to the emergency room. He does not have any fever now. He will finish Keflex and further management will depend on results of the MRI of the abdomen or kidney. After he finishes Keflex course he will come for repeat urinalysis and urine culture four days later. He will be seen again as per previous appointment.
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
