VASQUEZ, LUCIO
This is a 95-year-old man with history of failure to thrive, weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of chronic pain, BPH, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, hypertension, gastritis, multiple falls, severe muscle weakness and chronic abdominal pain.

During the last visit on 03/18/2022, the patient noted to have lost 7 pounds, not eating very much. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. Family is no longer able to bring the patient to the physician’s office. The patient is totally ADL dependent. 
The patient is bedbound spending 24 hours a day in bed with 7-pound weight loss just in the past month associated with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is nonverbal and may have had a stroke. Appetite is greatly diminished most likely because of his end-stage dementia and/or recent stroke. Nevertheless, family would like the patient to die at home, would like the patient to be comfortable and we will keep the patient under hospice at this time. The patient definitely is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
