DIETRICH, TERRY
This is a 70-year-old woman with history of significant peripheral vascular disease with multiple anticoagulants. Over the past month, she has developed iron-deficiency anemia. The patient is on multiple blood thinners. She is not able to walk anymore because of intermittent claudication. The patient is anemic; H&H is 10 and 30. The patient recently was noted to have a lung nodule which proved to be 3.8 x 1 cm spiculated left juxta-hilar mass spanning the medial and left upper lobe, superior segment of the left lower lobe, very much concerning for malignancy. The patient also has anemia as I mentioned, protein-calorie malnutrition with an albumin of 3.2. The patient does not want to proceed with a biopsy at this time. We talked about that most likely this has the appearance of *__________*. The patient has decided against any further treatment and would like to be placed on hospice at this time. The patient is quite weak and debilitated. The patient has a KPS score of 50% and requiring medication for pain around-the-clock. The patient is mostly ADL dependent and, given the patient’s multiple comorbidities, the patient is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
