WOERNER, ZARA
This is a 90-year-old woman recently diagnosed with severe low back pain. MRI of the L-spine shows a mass at L2 suspicious for malignancy. Also, the patient noted to have multiple lesions in the liver. She has had no history of cancer in the past. The patient is in severe pain. No history of melanoma or colon cancer or breast mass reported. A CT scan showed a mass in the right ascending colon, also multiple large mets in the liver. The patient’s daughter and the patient has had multiple conversations with the oncologist, they have decided against any treatment at this time and have chosen hospice care. The patient is anemic with protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, and once again in severe pain. The patient is expected to do poorly given current findings. She has a CEA of 181 which is quite elevated and CA19 of 1675 which is elevated as well. Again, the patient is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live. The hospice will help the patient with pain control and control of the patient’s symptoms *__________* minimal appetite, is ADL dependent and is bedbound as well as bowel and bladder incontinent given her aggressive end-stage cancer, the patient does require pain medication around-the-clock.
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
