O:
Patient is alert and awake, in no obvious distress. Vital signs as per chart.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple, no lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Hypertension, chronic right hip fracture, history of old stroke with right hemiparesis, dyspepsia, and depression.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient was in the hospital recently and it seemed like she had chronic fracture of her right hip.  So, orthopedist did not think that she would benefit from surgery as she is wheelchair bound for over a year after the stroke, which affected her right side and that probably caused contracture to her right knee as well.  I had discussed this with the patient’s daughter Cindy who is power of attorney multiple times and will continue pain management for now.
