CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after work related injury causing right wrist pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the right wrist pain is almost same and pain is described the sharp in the right wrist on the ulnar aspect. The patient is currently not working due to painful injuries and is doing most of the home activities with left hand. The highest pain level in the right wrist is 7 or 8 and it is relieved after resting.
The patient had x-ray of the right wrist and the results are reviewed with the patient and it shows soft tissue swelling without any bony abnormality.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, heartburn, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works in a warehouse and is married. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no epigastric tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right wrist examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues around the ulnar aspect and range of movement is painful. Handgrips are bilaterally equal. There is no significant deformity noted and range of movement of the elbow is unremarkable.
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
