CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of frequent urination, right leg rash, and followup after ultrasound of the kidney and postvoid bladder scan.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has urinary frequency on and off and it was progressively getting worse. Then, the patient had ultrasound of the kidney done and the results are reviewed with the patient. It shows left renal cyst and also postvoid urine bladder scan at 68 cc of urine. Also, it showed fatty liver.
The patient complained of right leg rashes it is on and off and it fell much better after he had a topical cream, but he did not use it for past two months and the rashes are back and it is sometimes pruritic.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day; however, the patient was prescribed Jardiance by his endocrinologist and he ran out of the medication for past three to four weeks.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 50 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on famotidine 20 mg once a day along with bland diet.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has four adult children. The patient is currently retired and he does stretching exercises and biking. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no hepatomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Skin examination reveals few areas of rashes on the right leg without any open wounds.
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
