SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of sinus infection. He received a Zithromax. He had seen Dr. Bruner and Dr. Bruner had ordered Augmentin for toe infection and he has been taking it for last four days without any side effects. The patient is not sure if he is allergic to Keflex and we are going to discontinue allergic to Keflex as he is able to tolerate Augmentin and he is not sure about allergy to Keflex.

PLAN: Prednisone 20 mg daily was ordered for 10 days for acute sinusitis. The patient will continue Augmentin as given by Dr. Bruner for his toe infection. He says his ears still feels clogged. Both eardrums are normal. He had a blood test done recently by Dr. Boccalandro and his potassium was slightly low and he is now taking potassium chloride exact dose not known one tablet daily. He will be seen again in six months.
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
