PATIENT NAME: Canava, Margarito

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/31/2020

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has ulcer on the left foot on lateral aspect of little toe for last month also is dry and dorsalis pedis pulses palpable.

PLAN: Augmentin 875 mg twice a day was ordered for 10 days for possible cellulitis. The patient does not want to see foot specialist at present. We gave him a note to follow up with wound care clinic who are seeing him for ulcer on the coccyx. They can see him for ulcer on the left foot. If patient does not improve, he will call us and we will refer him to podiatrist. The patient does not have any chest pain and he does not take nitroglycerin and want us to cancel refill of nitroglycerin. The patient has appointment to see Dr. Angirekula. He was using tight shoes and he had developed ulcer on the left foot and now he is using lose shoes and tennis shoes.
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
