SUBJECTIVE: The patient is not able to quit smoking. He smokes for a few days then he stop and then he starts again. He was taken to the emergency room at Monahans with seizure two days ago.

PLAN: The patient is now taking lorazepam twice a day. He is advised to take lorazepam 1 mg twice a day. He has not started Antabuse, which was ordered few months ago. Antabuse 250 mg twice a day for seven days and after that 250 mg daily is advised. The patient had alcohol last time 24-hours ago and he can start Antabuse. He drinks up to seven beers in the form of alcoholic drink per day but he does not drink everyday sometimes he drinks more sometimes he drinks less. He is advised to stop alcohol completely. He was given a list of medications including thiamine, folic acid, B12, Antabuse, Flonase nose spray, folic acid, lorazepam, and pantoprazole. The patient will take lorazepam 1 mg twice a day. He will be seen again in three months. He will come earlier if needed.
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
