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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that has an ischemic cardiomyopathy with very poor ejection fraction with cardiorenal syndrome that put him on end-stage renal disease. The patient has been adjusted to dialysis. His compliance with the medications and the appointments is very good and the management of fluid has been excellent. He does not gain more than 2 kilos between treatments. The patient does not have any weakness, tiredness, general malaise, fever or shaking chills. He has a sick sinus syndrome recently evaluated by Dr. Ahmed who changed the pacemaker and, ever since the pacemaker was changed, the patient feels stronger. He has still atrial fibrillation.

2. The blood pressure has been under control.

3. Anemia related to CKD.

4. The patient has secondary hyperparathyroidism.

5. Hyperphosphatemia. We are going to continue the followup at the Kidney Center. This is a visit that was related to the change in the pacemaker.
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
