HISTORY: This is a 62-year-old female here for surgical clearance.

Ms. Gladys Everett has a history of bilateral knee DJD (severe). She is status post knee replacement on the right, she is about to have her left replaced in a week or so and she is here for surgical clearance. The patient stated that she has done well after the surgery for right knee. She was here in January 2022 for surgical clearance where she had normal EKG and normal chest x-ray.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress, obese lady.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97%.

Blood pressure 154/87.
Pulse 82.

Respirations 17.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Left Knee: Full range of motion with moderate discomfort. There is grating with range of motion. There is no edema or effusion. Neurovascularly intact. No redness to the joint.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. DJD knees.

2. Status post right knee arthroscopy.

3. Surgical clearance.

The patient had labs drawn today. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT/INR, and A1c. There is no indication for chest x-ray today or EKG as she has had these done less than two months ago. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
