REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient endorses unprotected intercourse on multiple occasions and he reports multiple partners.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 142/77.
Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.4.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. Soft and nontender.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Screening for STDs.

Today, we did the GC Chlamydia via urine. The patient refused to have any other tests done, he states he does not want to be tested for HIV, syphilis or herpes. We will go ahead and do other basic labs CBC, CMP and UA. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he stated he has none. He is advised to make sure he leaves a good number, so we can call back in the event he needs treatment.
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
