SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen last time on February 26, 2021 that is more than one year ago. He has not been taking his medicines regularly. He complains of sharp pain under right ribs for last two weeks. There is no rash. The patient will get chest x-ray done. The patient ran out of all medicines except Novolin N. He is getting Novolin N over the counter and he takes 35 units daily. He was seen for Wellness Examination.

PLAN: The patient advised to take all his medicines regularly. The patient will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, and hemoglobin A1c at Medical Center Hospital were he works. He will also get chest x-ray there. He was restarted on atorvastatin, lisinopril, and Cialis. Synjardy XR 25/1000 mg one tablet daily was started. Novolin N was discontinued and in place of that Toujeo 40 units daily is started. He will call us with the blood sugars and we will adjust the dose of insulin.
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
